Minutes of the Marina Bay Neighborhood Council

The February 8, 2012 meeting of the Marina Bay Neighborhood Council was called to order by MBNC
President Stan Anderson at 7:33 p.m. Round-robin self-introductions were made.

MARINA BAY NEIGHBORHOOD COUNCIL ANNUAL ELECTION OF OFFICERS: The first order of business

was conducted by the Nominating Committee: Elizabeth Heilman and Ellen Schultz.

Candidates running for MBNC office were: 5tan Anderson, President; Ruth Zablotsky, Vice President: Bob
Carr, Secretary; Pat Kiely, Treasurer. Ellen asked all dues paying members of the MBNC to participate in a
voice vote for the entire slate; there was a unanimous vote in favor of the entire slate.

BEAT COP REPORT: Sgt. Tod Opdyke and Officer David Longacre, our “Beat 1" Beat Officers, were present
and Officer Longacre reported on two months’ worth of incidents as there was no Beat report at our
January meeting. There were a few reported thefts at Sunset Pointe and The Breakers. Night-time police
patrols have been stepped up. Undercover surveillance is also now taking place in an effort to stem the
rash of copper wire thefts, etc. in our area. Officer Longacre gave details as to dates and times of various
burglaries (residential, auto, petty and one grand theft) that occurred in the area in the last two months.
In response to a question, he explained that the difference between petty and grand theft is that grand
theft is when something over $950 in value has been stolen. There was a short discussion about the
copper wire theft on the Parkway and along the trail, as well as in the rest of the city.

RICHMOND’S NON-SMOKING LAW: RPD Sgt. Christa Cappiali was accompanied by RPD Officer Eric Oliver,
RPD Officer Ben Therriault, RPD Officer Angela Ragland, and Julie Walters of the American Lung
Association. The RPD officers are with the Regulatory Unit/Code Enforcement group (they also deal with
alcohol and tobacco sales to minors, etc.). The new law affects ONLY multi-unit homes (more than 1 unit
per building, where there are shared walls, corridors, stairwells, etc.). REFER TO ATTACHED DOCUMENTS.

This law affects nearly all of Marina Bay except for Promontory, The Breakers, and Sunset Pointe. They are
the only communities with detached homes, approximately 341 homes. The Shores, Marina Bay, The
Beach, Anchor Cove, Anchorage, North Shore, Bayfront, and The Cove are condo and town home
complexes, are all multi-unit developments, and represent approximately 2,200-2,300 residences.

Cappiali said that if one is a renter, if there is a smoker nearby violating the law, the renter must tell the
landlord who will have to report it to the management office and the police. Landlords must address this
new law with all their tenants. HOAs, Property Managers, etc., must have all residents sign off on
California Apartment Association Form 34.0 indicating they have read and understand it, BUT Cappiali
stressed that there are two versions of the form and the one to use is the one dated 01/07. It must be
handed out to all members of each complex that is affected. Please refer to the following links:

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There is no smoking allowed on balconies, stairwells, patios, decks, hallways, and no smoking within 25
feet of common areas. There needs to be a reasonable distance from buildings for anyone who wishes to
smoke. Medical marijuana smoke can be dissipated by a vaporizer. Citations range from $250 on up to
$1000.

lulie Waters, Tobacco Policy Manager, of the American Lung Association, also spoke very briefly.
LYMNN SCARP ICHMOND ENVIRONM AL MANAGER

Ms. Scarpa spoke briefly about the DDT bloom in the Port of Richmond, and indicated it is mostly coming
from storm water runoff. Her agency also deals with trash and other types of toxics. Seventy-five
thousand gallons of trash per year are draining to the Bay. The challenge is to find ways to reduce this.
Street sweeping helps to remove about 35,000 gallons but that still leaves 40,000 gallons of trash draining
to the Bay. The goal is to reduce that amount by 40% in the next two years. A trash reduction plan for the
entire city has just been completed.

Note: Unlike other areas of Richmond that benefit from street sweeping, Marina Bay does not have street
sweeping and surprisingly, a fair amount of trash is coming from our area. In other words, we are actually
adding to the problem. Ms. Scarpa encouraged all communities to post the new blue NO
DUMPING/DRAINS TO THE BAY oval placards over all drains, especially to discourage gardeners from
putting leaves, etc., in the drains. Sunset Pointe recently placed them at all their drains. Scarpa also
stated that fish in this area have been delisted and are now showing lower pesticide and contaminant
accumulation.

Enforcemeént _
> A person will be fined $100 for smoking in his/her unit or in the common areas.

> Violations of the Smoke-Free Hnusmg Law can be subject to a civil action brought by the City of
Richmond, punishable by a fine not less than $250 and not exceeding $1,000 per violation,

» A private enforcer may bring a civil action against a person for violating the law,

Landlord Not Liable If Complies with Law

» Landlord is not liable for a ténant’s violation of the law if the Landlord fully complies with the law,
